	High Schools - Seminole County Schools Secondary ongoing literacy Celebrations of great books in each media center. Crooms Academy One Book, One School Event -  Over 100 students and staff will celebrate the reading of Little Brother by Cory Doctorow with a book celebration

Indian Trails MS – Student created reading slogans will be displayed around campus, daily morning announcements will feature segment on “Best Middle School Books”, and media center display will feature favorite books written by reading students this year.
